The meeting started with Fiona giving everyone an overview of the Education Space at Haltwhistle.
She explained how the CRP has gone through some changes – with the board.  They are really pro-active and take responsibility for different areas.  Rowena wanted to take some inspiration back!  Fiona talked about the events they hold in the room and how they recruit school groups.  I said I would send my safety powerpoint over so they can adapt it.  Marie Addison seems quite involved in the education programme as she accompanies Fiona to many events.

The space is great for school groups as it has the original booking office window so children can learn how to buy/sell tickets.  Some old-fashioned ones have been made especially.
